MINUTES  OF  THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE MEETING HELD ON THURSDAY THE 16th AUGUST 2018

THE MEETING COMMENCED AT AROUND 9.15 A.M
BEFORE COMMENCEMENT OF THE MEETING OBITUARY REFERENCES WERE MADE IN RESPECT OF THE FOLLOWING AND TWO MINUTES SILENCE  WAS OBSERVED.

General  Secretary Com. S. B. C. Karunakaran presented his report about activities of our organization.
After presentation of report discussions took place.
Com. Amar  Mukerjee  mentioned about his trip to Jamshedpur for starting our unit . He also informed about Com. Ashoknath Ray new Executive Committee member form Kolkata.
Com. P. S. Bhinder  in his address mentioned that ARISE Central Unit shall take up with Management of IOB for settling  Gratuity without resorting to filing cases with ALC(Central) so that Bank can save interest for delayed payment of gratuity. He also mentioned about charge sheet issued to retired officers under OSR and Discipline and Appeal regulations instead of under Pension Regulations as per recent Supreme Court Judgement. He also underlined about implementation of Reg.26 for Specialist officers.
Com. D. K. Khatri  mentioned about Specialist officers.
Com. Bez  Barua mentioned that G.S.Report was very lucid and well explained about the activities of our organization. He mentioned that in Assam there is no Net work Hospital and members find it difficult to avail cashless facility.
Com. C. S. R. Anjaneyalu mentioned that top up facility within 90 days not paid. I.T .on perks kept in sundry creditors by Bank. Locker rent deducted at Central office of our bank and no concession on rent for IOB RETIREES. Issuance of identity cards for family pensioners to be issued by bank.
Com. L. M. Sadangi requested for permitting him to visit Rourkela and Sambalpur. He mentioned that medi claim insurance premium rate hike is very steep.
Com. Suryaprakash mentioned that one Asst.Manager in his region has not been paid terminal benefits under Reg.23(3).
Com. Ashok mentioned that regular meetings are conducted and unit is active.
Com. R. Sivasamy mentioned about medi claim insurance premium hike and about Reg.26.
Com. K. R. Anantha Padmanabhan said that he himself downloaded  300 cards for members and delivered to them.
Com. T. Iyanar informed the house that Coms. Thyagarajan, P. Krishnaraj and V. Rajagopal are doing immense service in respect of claims pending with MD.India. Our web site also displays information regarding members who are due to retire.
Com.  J. D. Sharma briefed about Com. Radhakrish Shetty’s  case and High Court order and mentioned about CBPRO’S  activities at Delhi and regular follow up work with DOFS officials on pending matters of retirees issues. He also mentioned about Gratuity case relating to Com. P. S. Mehra and the benefit he got on account of our organistion pursuing his case.
Com. K. Anandakumar briefed about insurance scheme and proposed insurance premium hike . He wanted to ensure that premium should be borne by bank instead of by members.
Com. K. V. Acharya in his speech mentioned that retirees  are handicapped and Working unions meeting the interim Finance Minister. Retirees issues are last priority. Activities of ARISE, AIBPARC AND CBPRO AND AIBRF CO ORDINATION has opened the eyes of UFBU . He also mentioned that DFS officials knew about activities of CBPRO. As responsible Retiree Organisations  it is unwise to have private arrangements with any insurance broker and a policy drawn by IBA is only good for working employees and retirees. He also mentioned that we are representing 100% retirees. He was emphatic that ARISE is one of the strongest affiliates  of AIBPARC. He thanked Coms. J. D. Sharma, D. K. Hans, T. R. Subramanian, Malhotra, Sethi for help rendered by them for CBPRO activities. He congratulated all the office bearers for bringing more life members into the fold of our organization. He also mentioned that the real culprit for retirees issues being unresolved is due to the wrong projections of IBA on Family pension, Pension updation and other issues. He also mentioned that DOFS is misled by IBA and this has been correctly apprised by CBPRO. He apprised the Committee that Pension Fund is robust and proper calculation on all these furnished to DOFS by CBPRO.
Com. S. B. C. Karunakaran  General Secretary in his summing up replied to all the points raised by members and assured to take up with management.
The Committee appreciated the good work done by  Treasury Team in getting I.T.Refund for ARISE.
The Committee unanimously passed the General Secretary’s Report and Account for the years 2016-17 and 2017-18.
